AND OVERVIEW

Established in 2006, Universiti Malaysia Kelantan (UMK) has emerged as a trailblazer in
entrepreneurship education within the Malaysian public university landscape. Positioned as
Malaysia's inaugural entrepreneurial university, UMK is dedicated to the intricacies of
entrepreneurship, shaping its educational ethos. Anchored by the tagline and motto,
"Entrepreneurship Is Our Thrust" and "Entrepreneurial University,” UMK is committed to
cultivating well-rounded and holistic human capital. With a focus on imbuing graduates with
practical entrepreneurial attributes, UMK's primary agenda is to develop individuals not only
steeped in knowledge but also strategically poised for global competitiveness in response to
dynamic demands. In strengthening UMK as a hub for entrepreneurship under the R.I.C.E.S
(Research, Innovation, Commercialisation, Entrepreneurship, Society) ecosystem, UMK has
significantly enhanced its on-campus resources and offerings.

These efforts include: (1) designated spaces specifically devoted to student-driven
entrepreneurial endeavours by providing 47 business kiosks; (2) the implementation of five
incubators and accelerators, such as the 2u2i, innovation, creative, and business incubators, to
foster and incentive student innovation; (3) the establishment of a seed fund that supports the
development of new businesses, skill-building, and expansion, as demonstrated by initiatives like
UMK Tropical Rainforest Research Centre (UMK-TRaCe), Gold, Rare Earth & Material
Technopreneurship Centre (GREAT), Innovation and Entrepreneur Incubator Complex (IEIC),
Ignite Venture Lab (IVL), Jeli Food Farm Valley (JFFV) and (4) the creation of a dynamic six
Living Lab that serves as both a learning and earning opportunity for students, with successful
ventures including Artificial Intelligence and Big Data (AIBIG), Basil Leaves, Veterinary Clinic,
Elysian Spa, Chill'’X and UMK-TRaCe. These initiatives depicted UMK's dedication to fostering
an entrepreneurial spirit among the students.

To ensure UMK maintain as a holistic entrepreneurial university, our focus and sustainability are
derived from five goals as strategic initiative starting to year 2022 until 2025 which are; Goal 1:
Produce student technopreneurs and foster the creation of Unicorn ventures, Goal 2: Optimise
research impact into successful commercialisation, Goal 3: Champion social entrepreneurship via
addressing societal challenges, promoting sustainability, and empowering communities, Goal 4:
Foster community well-being via inclusive initiatives, addressing local needs and empowering
residents for sustainable growth, and Goal 5: Strengthen internationalisation via global
collaboration and strategic alliances in enhancing a comprehensive entrepreneurial university.



Universiti Malaysia Kelantan (UMK) remains
unwavering in its commitment to be the best
entrepreneurial  university  nationally  and
internationally.
