In an effort to develop a university based on
entrepreneurship, every teaching and
learning plan, staff, student, and physical
development, as well as university
management, is focused on making the
philosophy of Universiti Malaysia Kelantan
(UMK) successful as an Entrepreneurial
University.

It was followed
by the Special Senate Meeting 1/2013 on
August 1, 2013, which agreed to approve
the establishment of UMKEI.

Since its establishment, UMKEI has
functioned as a hub for educational and
entrepreneurial development, contributing
significantly to positioning UMK as a
Relevant, Referred, and Respected (3R)
university in the region.In line with current
developments and the wishes of the
Ministry of Higher Education (KPT) during
the visit of the Honorable Minister (KPT)
on July 26, 2023, it has been recommended
that UMKEI lead the Higher Education
Entrepreneurship Center of Excellence.
This designation will serve as a reference
for other Public Higher Education
Institutions (IPTA) in an effort to instill
interest and value in entrepreneurship

among students and the community.
